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Recently, in the very heart of Barcelona, our friend and internationally-
renowned artist Philippe Pastor opened his first exhibition on the
Iberian Peninsula.

For the first time in Spain, we had the honour of hosting work by
Philippe, a self-taught artist who uses living materials and as they
weather transforms them into an ally of his immediate surroundings.
He combines earth, pigments, minerals and all kinds of plants to
represent his vision of life, the destruction of our environment and
the role of Man in society.

Having become world-renowned, notably through his collaboration
with the United Nations on humanitarian and environmental projects
such as his Burnt Trees series, he has decided to settle in Catalonia.
With his studio in Figueres, what better place could he have chosen
for this exhibition than the trendy Azul Tierra boutique (c/ Corsega
276-282, Barcelona), owned by the famous interior designer and
close friend of the artist, Toni Espuch.

To the sound of flamenco music and dancing, guests discovered
this remarkable collection. At the entrance, we were introduced to
his universe by five spectres of Pastor which seemed to beckon and
invite us in to discover more.

We were then plunged into his Blue Monochrome works of varying
dimensions that explore the theme of water on Earth, before The
Four Seasons lamenting Man’s disrespect for his environment and
the effects of climate change as a result of human activities. Also on
show were The Bulls, created for the Venice Biennale, condemning
human conflicts and the paradoxes and misunderstandings that dog
our society today.

Hearts is a reminder of the importance of love, as Pastor himself ci-
tes to describe his vision of life: "Only Love will save the World from
the Madness of Man”, In the artist's universe the environment plays
a major role, particularly water which 1s why he returns to this sub-
ject with the H,0 series, both in the style and the way the paint has
been applied to reveal the fluidity of the colours. Our voyage ended
with Girlfriends of the Night, who remind us of nocturnai encounters,
girls you never see In the daytime but who are an integral part of the
universe at night.

The famous Spanish dancer & choreographer Rafael Amargo perfor-
med a fabulous flamenco dance which made us stop and wonder,
while at the same time spurfing us on toa continue our journey ito
Philippe Pastor’s world,

Throughouit the evening, we kept bumping into well-known people
such as wadding dress designer José Maria Peiro, the Marquise de
Vallecasa, Marta Guillermo, Ralph lLauren model Eduardo Sallas, the
impresario Carlos Usandizaga, artist Pepa Poch, art dealer Sergio
Aleu and many others. The event was widely covered by the Spanish
press. inclucling £/ Pais, £l Mundo and La Vanguardia.

To concliude, the opening night of Philippe Pastor's exhibition on
Thursday 21 Movemver 2013 was a big success, as apart from the
prestigious guest list and unusual ambiance some of his werks were
sold that same evening. Pastor is without a doubt a very committed
artist whose work s a way of expressing himself and putting forward
his vision of the world.
